NEWS FROM FR. ED - ETHNIC M INISTRIES  
Episcopal Asian–American Ministry (EAM) Conference:  Melissa Sese and I will attend the  
(EAM) Conference in Kaohsiung, Taiwan the first week of June.  I will attend representing All Saints' 
Filipino ministries and listen and learn about Asian ministries that are going on in other parts of the 
country and I will share the story of Holy Child Filipino ministries in Las Vegas and All Saints'.  Melissa 
is a representative to the Youth Council of EAM, elected at their conference last year.  Please keep 
me and Melissa in your prayers as we travel, and look for a report of the conference in "The Catch". 
 
Nuevo Amanecer:  "New Dawn" Hispanic Ministries Conference:  Debbie and I, and Bernardo and 
Dolores Iniesta Avila will attend the national Episcopal Church Hispanic ministries conference in Atlanta, 
GA the last week of June.  We will attend to make connections with other Hispanic ministries, gather 
information and resources, and listen and learn; and tell the story of Iglesia de Todos los Santos and the 
beginning of Hispanic ministry in the Episcopal church in Las Vegas and the diocese of Nevada.  Again, 
please keep us in your prayers as we travel, and keep watch for a report of this conference. 
 
A note about Ethnic ministries at All Saints':  We are doing something "new" in Ethnic ministries as 
we are working to have ALL the ministries of our parish as part of the "whole."  Often ethnic ministries 
develop in congregations as separate entities and there develops an "us and them" mentality and all sorts 
of issues about use of the facilities, leadership roles, a separation into distinct groups who have little to do 
with each other.  
 
 About two years ago, we began a new idea with Holy Child Filipino ministries in inviting Fr. 
Arsie and the members of Holy Child to become part of All Saints' parish, instead of seeking separate 
Parish status.  With some discussion with Bishop Katharine, they accepted the idea and "Holy Child 
Filipino Ministries" became a real part of All Saints' parish.  Fr. Arsie is on the parish staff as the 
Assisting Priest for Filipino Ministries and Holy Child has representation on vestry and all are full 
members of All Saints' parish.  Fr. Arsie is paid a stipend for his work from a grant we received to support 
Filipino ministry.  Holy Child worships at 4:00 pm on Sunday and has a weekly Bible study.  Fr. Arsie 
and the members of Holy Child have an active evangelism and outreach ministry in the Filipino 
community.  Worship is in English and Tagalog and the music is led by guitar and drum, with strong 
vocal leadership.  Their service is evangelical style and a wonderful worship experience. 
 
 When we began Hispanic Ministry, we followed the same idea - of establishing a new ministry 
within our parish.  This has happened and we have an active and growing Hispanic ministry - La Iglesia 
Episcopal de Todos los Santos (All Saints' Episcopal Church).  Bernardo Iniesta Avila is in the process of 
being received as an Episcopal priest and he is also a member of All Saints' parish staff and is currently 
the vestry representative for Hispanic ministries.  Dolores Iniesta is also part of this ministry in assisting 
Bernardo, leading music, and teaching the children and youth.  We have applied for grants to support 
Hispanic ministry in our parish and hope to have the funds to pay Bernardo as stipend for his work in this 
ministry.  Iglesia de Todos los Santos worships at 1:00 pm on Sunday; I celebrate Holy 
Communion, Bernardo Officiates and Preaches, and Dolores leads worship music.  There are about 10 
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young people who acolyte and others who serve as lectors and sing in the choir.  The average Sunday 
attendance at the 1:00 pm service was 85 last month.  You should set aside a time to participate in 
worship with Todos los Santos.  The music is led with guitar, the preaching is great, and the fellowship 
wonderful.  And, even if you don't speak Spanish, you will know exactly what is going on and feel part of 
the worship.  The next big event is First Communion for about 40 children and young people at 1:00 pm 
on Sunday, May 25th. 
  

YOUTH NEWS 
Youth Sunday - June 22nd at the 10:30 service.   
 We are organizing our young people from all three congregations to join together for a Youth 
Sunday celebration of Children and Youth and their life and ministry in our parish.  All 
Middle, High School, and College age young people are invited to participate.  We will 
have a planning meeting on June 1st at 3:00 pm (that's a change from May 25th).  We 
hope to have youth in all leadership roles for the service (except celebrating Holy 
Communion).  We will also have participation by our church school age children and 
hope to have a return of the "All Saints' Worship Band.

 Two young people, Matthew Pokorny and Janeth Garcia, from All Saints' will 
attend with our diocesan delegation of youth and youth leaders, the national Episcopal Youth Event.
