FROM THE RECTOR 
 “The Fastest growing Episcopal Church in Nevada.”  I’ve been making this claim for our parish 

for several months.  I began when I found a comment in our parish 
history from the late 70’s that described All Saints’ in this way.  I’ve 
also been making the claim because I believe it is true.  Our average 
Sunday attendance is now over 240, four years ago it was less that 
150.  A “snapshot” of attendance:  Saturday – 22 ; Sunday 8:00 am - 
45; Sunday 10:30 – 82; Sunday 1:00 pm – 87; Sunday 4:00 pm – 21.   
Four years ago we had  3 English language services. Today, we 
have five services each weekend – using three different languages.  
Four years ago All Saints’ had two deacons and no rector; services 
were led by supply priests.  Today we have a rector, 3 assisting 
priests, 2 associate priests, a Hispanic missioner (preparing to be 
received as a priest), and 3 active deacons.  We have had two 
priests received into the Episcopal Church, and two deacons 
ordained at All Saints’ since October 2004, and we look forward to 
another priest reception this year. We have two members who intend 
to begin seminary this year. Four years ago our newsletter mailing 
list had barely 200 names; last month we sent out over 500 
newsletters. Our growth is reflected in our parish finances as well. 
Four years ago member financial pledges were around $150,000;  
for 2008, pledges are $229,000.  We have grown in our ministries by 
expanding our outreach through long-time ministries of supporting 
the food pantry and Gibson middle school, and greater participation 
in the United Thank Offering; with new outreach such as the 
homeless youth shelter, outreach to children and youth through the 
Birthday box, support of  two orphans in Kenya, the Linus project; 
and many other one-time special outreach efforts. 
Our fellowship events show growth in our life together, with Mardi 
Gras outgrowing the parish hall and moving into the church, 
Oktoberfest filling the courtyard; and our Easter brunch on the verge 
of outgrowing the parish hall.   
We have 3 Bible studies during the week, Holy Child Filipino on 
Tuesday afternoon, and studies on Tuesday at 11 am, and 
Wednesdays at 8 am.  The Hispanic ministries has First Communion 
and Confirmation classes on Thursday evening with a dozen 
students in First Communion and about 20 in Confirmation.  Sunday 
morning Church School has about 10 children who participate

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regularly and our nursery almost always has children on Sunday mornings. 
On Sundays, I’ve begun to post a schedule of events that happen in our facilities during the 
week on a display board in the courtyard, and the sheet is 5 feet long.   
Our Day School has struggled with finances and almost had to close, but due to the work of the 
parents and staff, and contributions from many of you and from the wider community, it is still 
open and looking forward to the new school year with an adequate financial base. 
When I came as rector, the vestry expressed a desire to reach out to the local community 
around the church.  That desire has become a reality, with the arrival of Bernardo and Dolores 
Iniesta Avila in our parish.  Our Hispanic ministry is growing, from the first Spanish language 
worship service last November with 54 attending, to the First Communion service in January 
attended by 250 people and 30 children and young people and one adult having First 
Communion.  We expect another 12 or so First Communion candidates and almost 20 
Candidates for Confirmation when Bishop Dan comes on April 6th. 
The Inquirer’s and Confirmation Class that began on February 17th has 6 students, with 3 or 4 
who are likely to be candidates for Confirmation or Reception. 
When I came to All Saints’ Holy Child Filipino ministries was having worship monthly, with a 
priest coming from California.  Today, led by Fr. Arsie, they worship weekly, have weekly Bible 
study, and are involved in outreach in the Filipino community in a variety of ways.   
It is an exciting time to be a member of All Saints’ parish.  It is an exciting time to be your rector.  
As we continue to grow in numbers and ministry, we face new challenges and new 
opportunities.  We must continue to be intentional about inviting, welcoming and incorporating 
new members, while not neglecting the “old” members.  While we reach out to the Filipino and 
Hispanic community, we must not forget our “traditional” community.  While we focus on growth 
of children and youth ministries, we must not forget the “over 21” crowd.  As we expand our 
ministries, we must grow our financial resources through increased member giving, planned 
giving, and endowment investment.   
These new challenges are some of the things your clergy and vestry are working on as we do 
some Strategic Planning for the short term and long term life of All Saints’ parish.  I have a firm 
belief that God rewards faithfulness and that as long as we are faithful to our Mission Statement 
“To know Christ and to make Christ known” that God will provide the resources of time, talent, 
and treasure we need to move forward in mission and ministry in the Name of Jesus the Christ.

The War in Iraq and Afghanistan 
We are still at war, although there is little mention of the continued fighting and of the casualties 
in the news.  A CNN web site - http://www.cnn.com/SPECIALS/2003/iraq/forces/casualties/ has 
photos, age, hometown, and cause of death for each American service man and woman killed in 
the fighting.  We continue to pray for members of our military forces, especially those who are 
family and friends of our parish members, every time we gather for worship.  We also pray for 
those who have been wounded, and for the families of those who have died.  I encourage you to 
keep these in your personal prayers and to ADVOCATE, WORK, AND PRAY FOR PEACE. 
From the CNN web site – these statistics.  IRAQI CASUALTIES :  There have been 4,266 coalition 
deaths -- 3,960 Americans , two Australians, 174 Britons, 13 Bulgarians, one Czech, seven 
Danes, two Dutch, two Estonians, one Fijian, one Hungarian, 33 Italians, one Kazakh, one 
Korean, three Latvian, 22 Poles, three Romanians, five Salvadoran, four Slovaks, 11 Spaniards, 
two Thai and 18 Ukrainians -- in the war in Iraq as of February 14, 2008, according to a CNN 
count. At least 29,133 U.S. troops have been wounded in action, according to the Pentagon.  
AFGHANISTAN CASUALTIES :  There have been 757 coalition deaths -- 479 Americans , four 
Australians, 87 Britons, 78 Canadians, one Czech, nine Danes, 14 Dutch, two Estonians, one 
Finn, 12 French, 22 Germans, 11 Italians, three Norwegians, one Pole, two Portuguese, five 
Romanians, one South Korean, 23 Spaniards, two Swedes -- in the war on terror as of February 
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13, 2008, according to a CNN count.  At least 1,864 U.S. personnel have been wounded in 
action, according to the Pentagon.  As the presidential election process continues to “heat 
up” and we hear more from the candidates as they try to solicit our support for election.  It is 
important that we listen with our ears and hearts tuned to the values we profess as Christians.  
A candidate using God’s name or membership in any religious organization as part of their 
appeal does not mean that we can take for granted that their personal values and morality have 
any connection with the Christian faith.  I believe that a primary moral issue for us is the war in 
Iraq and Afghanistan and we must seek national leaders who will work for justice and peace, 
“respecting the dignity of every human being.” Fr. Ed 

The Episcopal Church Service Cross  
is a five-fold cross symbolic of the five wounds of our Lord Jesus 
Christ at his crucifixion. The words embossed upon it, " Christ died 
for you", are adapted from 2 Corinthians 5:15. The five-fold cross 
was originally known as the Jerusalem Cross, incorporated in the 
coat-of-arms of the Latin Kingdom of Jerusalem in the 12th century 
as the coat-of-arms of Godfrey de Bouillon, first ruler of that 
kingdom. This cross is sometimes used as the emblem of 
missionary work, the large center cross representing the original 
Church in Jerusalem, and the smaller crosses indicating the "four 
corners of the earth" to which Christianity was spread through 
missionary endeavor. The Service Cross was designed under the 
direction of Edith Weir Perry, wife of Bishop James De Wolf Perry, 
who was the Presiding Bishop of the Church from 1930 to 1937. 

The cross was first issued during World War I. 

 
An Everflowing Stream  Reflections on our Benedictine Heritage Pilgrimage in England, 
September 4-18, 2007 
 
  Thirteen US pilgrims met in Canterbury on September 4 and during the 15 ensuing days we 
journeyed many places and made holy memories in settings both sacred and mundane.  We came from 
California, Nevada, Florida and Washington, D.C.  We jelled quickly as a group as Brother Robert led us 
in formal and informal prayer. Diana Smith kept us on task and was a profound walking encyclopedia of 
the Benedictine Abbeys, Priories, Cathedrals and Churches we walked among.  As our time together 
began it quickly became clear that this was indeed a pilgrimage, not a tour.  It was the very first time I 
journeyed outside of the United States, so I experienced the Other with virgin eyes via Virgin Atlantic. 
  � The Lord is my Shepherd, there is nothing I shall lack in my pilgrimage & he leads me to green 
pastures of sheep, pigs, cattle and John Deere tractors, and to falling waterfalls in Esther’s back yard in 
Wales.  He restores my soul in the Nave of Cathedrals in Canterbury, Ely, Bury St. Edmonds, Norwich, 
Gloucester, Hereford and St. Paul’s in London.  He leads me in right paths with knowledgeable tour 
guides in these hallowed halls.  Even though I walk through the dark crypts below, I fear no evil; you are 
with me and my fellow pilgrims.  The staff in each holy lodge gives me comfort.  You prepare a bountiful 
table of meats, vegetables, and sticky toffee pudding, in the presence of those around me.  You anoint 
my gladdened heart with wine enthusiasts. My wine glass overflows.  Surely goodness and mercy shall 
follow me back home to the US, and I shall dwell in the house of holy memo �ries forever.   
  A Benedictine Quiet Day began the contemplative tone of our experience as our driver, Claude, took 
us to St. Mary’s Abbey in West Malling, Kent.  There we journaled, walked the Labyrinth, ate our packed 
lunches of surprising sandwiches in silence, and met Linus.  He was our first holy feline.  Later we met 
Herbert at Burford Priory, and Laptop in the Canterbury Cathedral cloister halls. 
  In addition to the monastic places of West Malling and Burford, we also made holy walks through 
silent halls at Abbey Dore, Tintern Abbey ruins, Monmouth Priory, St. Mary’s Priory in Abergavenny, St. 
Alban’s, St. Augustine’s and Westminster Abbeys.  The cities and countryside were rich and full with 
history of the courageous, reverent, and irreverent lives which echoed their presence in the magnificent, 
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the simple, and the very old architectural wonders.  I found the physical structures and the polite, helpful 
nature of the U.K. people to be refreshing.  “Old” was valued and not replaced merely for the sake of new 
design, as I experience here in the US. 
Eucharist and monastic hours held us together in prayer, one of Benedict’s rules for community living.  
We also watched out for each other as we walked up and down sometimes-precarious cathedral steps or 
among ancient ruins.  This concern about the brethren belongs in community.  How amazing and 

�appropriate it was that this band of pilgrims found a London pub called The Sanctuary.   
 On our last evening together my 12 new friends helped me celebrate my 12th anniversary as an 
Episcopal priest.  I christened a newly-purchased Canterbury stole to celebrate Eucharist, and in keeping 
with our Benedictine-Anglican journey, the lectionary feast was Hildegard of Bingen.  My former Roman 
Catholic years as a semi-cloistered Benedictine nun came full circle as I blessed and broke bread for our 
band of 13 disciples.   
  These experiences were imprinted in our hearts and on our souls, and well recorded digitally in a 
spirit of gratefulness.  This pilgrimage experience was beyond all my expectations and continues to 
simmer within.  We became community.

Thanks to Carole Dyer, Wayne Townsend, and Gloria Schultz (and half her neighborhood) who are now 
helping with the Food Pantry.  These additions will greatly help our overworked volunteers who have 
been doing double and triple duty. It is time for our basket project for Gibson School.  These baskets go 
to selected indigent families who have students attending the school.  We were recognized especially for 
this project at the last Awards Ceremony at the school in May.  The baskets will be delivered on March 
13 and 14.   We will be collecting food for the baskets on February 24, March 2, and March 9.   Food 
items should be similar to Food Pantry but more geared toward Easter and home cooking.  Suggestions 
are Easter candy; hams (small is fine); canned vegetables; canned frit; boxed mixes for potatoes, short 
breads, desserts, pancakes, cereals.  We will pack the baskets between morning services on March 9.  
Everyone is welcome to come through and help pack a few baskets.  Many hands will make short work.
